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The Sheriff’s Office and Adult Justice Center (AJC) parking areas are undergoing a significant expansion,
which will result in approximately 48 new parking spaces once completed later this month. The expansion is
aimed at helping to improve daily operations by alleviating the parking shortage impacting law 
enforcement partners and staff. In addition to the increased capacity, the new parking area will feature a
modern storm drain system designed to enhance water management and reduce runoff issues—an
important infrastructure upgrade for long term sustainability. The expanded lot will offer much-needed 
relief, reinforcing the county’s commitment to accessibility and infrastructure improvement.
